Purpose

Hope Productions Foundation provides leadership training and guidance for nonprofits to improve their marketing, fundraising, partnerships and board cultivation, culminating with a large-scale event, so they may become more efficient and increase their potential for long-term sustainability.

Key Messages
The Foundation was formed as a capacity building organization charged with providing leadership training, business & board development and marketing resources to empower children’s charities in the Greater Sacramento Area.  Hope Productions Foundation partners with businesses committed to supporting children’s and youth charities.  Together, they create sustainable, large-scale and profitable events benefiting their Nonprofit Partners and Affiliates.

 

2011 marks the completion of the inaugural three-year training program for their initial group of Nonprofit Partners. These organizations will be acknowledged during the Foundation’s signature event in May.

 

With continued support from the community, the Foundation has distributed over $1.5 million in contributions, resources, marketing and in-kind business training to local children and youth nonprofits since its inception in the fall of 2008. More than 51,000 local children have been impacted by the efforts of Hope Productions Foundation. 

Overview
Hope Productions Foundation is a Sacramento-based nonprofit, whose goal is to provide support and training at no cost for local charities serving children and youth. Services include leadership training and guidance for nonprofits to improve their marketing, fundraising, partnerships, and board cultivation so they may become more efficient and increase their potential for long-term sustainability. 

 

The Foundation is currently working with seven Nonprofit Partners that encompass the following areas of service: Advocacy, At-Risk Youth, Education, Medical/Research, Wellness and Youth Development. These partners are in their final year of a three year training program coupled with leadership development and fundraising support. 

 

The Foundation has also expanded their services to an additional 15 Nonprofit Affiliates who are receiving fundraising support and abbreviated training.  

 

The Foundation’s signature event, Walk ‘N Rock for Kids, is the culmination of training provided to their Nonprofit Partners and Affiliates. The event is broken down in the following way:

 

The Walk
Walk ‘N Rock for Kids kicks off with a morning 5K walk involving families, local businesses, walking teams and supporters. In the months leading up to the walk, Hope Productions trains their selected Nonprofit Partners in the finer points of event, volunteer and fundraising management so they will learn first-hand how to maximize their relationships with their constituents, volunteers and donors. 

 

The walk portion of the event also benefits their Nonprofit Affiliates who receive fundraising training, resources, CEO development, awareness and revenue generated by their walk teams.  

 

The Concert 
Hope Productions Foundation will present a star-studded, VIP reception and benefit concert for their supporters and volunteers, their corporate and Nonprofit Partners and the community at large.
